Do you consider yourself physically able enough to work with dogs? Canine Massage is a VERY physical job; a treatment is 1 hour long so you will find yourself either sitting on the floor or standing at a table for long periods of time. Are you able to realistically do this? We ask you to be as honest with yourself as possible as during practical weekends you will be expected to keep up with the rest of the group. 






Do you like people? Can you easily spend time with new people and make them feel comfortable? Do you consider yourself a good communicator? In Canine Massage your human client will be sat with you while you treat your Canine Client, they do not leave the room as is the case with grooming. This means spending long periods of time with people, it is not a solitary job. 










Do you like to study? The theory part of the course involves 11 written modules that take around 50 hours each. Although there is no pre requisite for this in terms of past qualifications the standard is very high with most modules coming in at around 5 000 words (more for Modules 1 & 2 which come in at around 10 000 words). This course involves a lot of Anatomy & Physiology so you should have a vested interest in learning more about the dogs’ body and understanding how it relates to massage.
